Reading
We read the reading books several times every day. | am very strict when it comes to reading time. Every-
one sits down on the floor and we read together following the words with our fingers.

Often the kids will have questions about the story and about words they don't understand. | positively en-
courage questions about the reading material and make sure they understand.

After reading together, individuals are chosen to read to the whole class so their pronunciation can be
checked and corrected if necessary. Sometimes during outdoor play, | will give extra reading practice and
attention to those who need it.

Week 1 - Review

Week 2 - Beef Stew - Nicky's mom is making so much stew that he is allowed to bring a friend home for
supper. But his best friend Alec can't come, and Carla won't come--she hates beef stew. So Nicky begins a
funny, frantic quest for someone to share his favorite dish.

Week 3 - Mice Are Nice - These are just three of the reasons why mice are nice. It is indisputable that mice
make the best pets of all. The other pets in Babette's pet store will drop feathers everywhere, growl, hide
inside their shells, chew your favorite socks, and maybe even make you sneeze! So, it's clear that mice are
the only pet you will ever need!

Week 4 - The Great Race - The animals on the farm want to have a race. Who will win?

Core Material

The Core Material books this semester are very good with nice pictures and many useful words. There are
three books, a reading/writing Workshop workbook, a writing workbook and a Literature Anthology read-
ing book.

Weeks 1 and 2 - Unit 3 Week 2 Anthology - ‘The Big Yuca Plant’ This story is written in script form. First we
are introduced to the characters. This is a fun story that teaches the students to value each member of the
team, no matter how small they are.

Week 1 - Review

Weeks 2 & 3 - Unit 3 Week 4 Workshop - ‘Life At Home’ This unit teaches the students what life was like
long ago before we had such things as cars, TV, computers, or even electricity.



Week 4 - Unit 3 Week 4 Anthology - ‘Long Ago and Now’ Similarly to ‘Life At Home’, this unit also teaches
the kids about life over 100 years ago. It teaches them to value their modern day luxuries such as refrigera-
tors and drinking water.

MPM Math (Multiple Practice Module)

The new MPM math book is more advanced and builds upon the knowledge acquired from the previous
math books.

Week 1 - Recognizing and repeating patterns such as number, color, and shape patterns.

Week 2 - Recognizing digital numeral that appear on digital clocks and watches.

Week 3 - Single digit addition. Counting objects and finding the total

Week 4 - Counting objects in circles.

Science

This is a new subject that is exclusive to K5 classes only. Just one short class per week. Its a chance for the
kids to learn something new and interesting. We usually conduct some sort of experiment or study some-
thing from nature.

The students also read from their new science books.

Week 1 - Lesson 1 E6-9 - What is matter? What are the properties of matter?
Week 2 - Lesson 2 E12-15 - What are solids? How can you measure solids?
Week 3 - Lesson 3 E18-21 - What are liquids? How can you measure liquids?
Week 4 - Lesson 4 E24-25 - What are gases?

Song and Dance
We have song & dance classes in the mornings to create a group bond & promote confidence.

Song & dance is also a great way to wake the kids up in the mornings and get them ready & energized for
the days lessons.

Thematic Activities

Thematic studies are a series of lessons that focus on a country or festival. Thematic studies lessons are
once week and last for one month on the same subject. The kids get to learn about other cultures, coun-
tries and events from all over the world.
