This is especially important as we are staring to learn plural
and possessive nouns, as well as past tense verbs. This month | am also letting the Rabbits listen to and
start practising our Drama Play songs so they can become more familiar with them. We have been rather
busy with different activates each month, but in any extra time we have i will also let everyone read over
their speech for our graduation ceremony. | understand a few of our student will not be here in July as they
will be attending summer camp at their future school, so | want to use any extra time (short or long) to let
them start practising. Our other classes will continue on as normal and i hope everyone continues to
improve and learn.
