Dear Shark Class parents,  
 
I have a much better understanding of the ability levels in this class. They range from a few who knew no 
English at all, did not know a letter of the alphabet and have never held a pencil to a few who can read 
short books in English and already know a few hundred nouns. 
 
My biggest challenge with Shark class will be in giving extra help to the ones who must catch up, but also 
having something for the advanced students to do. To this end, it would be a great help if you parents 
would provide a blank book for your child to draw in, or a coloring book for the ones who prefer that. I will 
also provide extra worksheets to keep students busy while we get help to the ones who need it.  
 
I will also have some classes that are pitched more to the higher level students, such as reading English 
books to them, and playing conversation games.  
 
Hopefully we will be able to integrate everybody together in a few months. 
 
Because spelling will be too hard for some of them, I will not be doing spelling tests. We will instead have 
spelling practice, and this practice will focus on the most common words in English, and on the short 
vowels we are doing in phonics class.  
 
I will use the Ladybird keywords readers and ‘Teach your Child to Read’ to help them learn to read as 
quickly as I can.  
 
I also have some graded readers which they will read in class as they build their skills. 
 
We will do written work together on the board first, to help them build confidence.
