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Dear Parents, 

My name is teacher Jake. I have lived in Taiwan for eight years and have lots of experience with young 

children. I have studied teaching for many years in many different subjects, as I will explain to you at 

parents evening.

This is my fifth 

year at being an international homeroom teacher at kindergartens and after spending just one week 

with Monkey class, I feel confident I can do a great job to teach your child.

In this semester the students will have a lot of great new books that we will be using throughout the 

year. The Level A Sadlier Phonics book they will be reading is the next one in the series. Right now my 

main focus with phonics is to make sure that the students know all the phonetics letters correctly. 

Then I will move on to teaching CVC words, which I will be practicing on a daily basis. Once the 

children have achieved this goal, they will find the phonics book a lot easier when learning beginning 

and ending sounds. If all of this part is done correctly, phonetics letters sounds, CVC, you will see a big 

improvement in their reading and they will be fully prepared to learn long vowels.  

 

JUMP!  Grammar and spelling: 

Another book they will be using is called Jump 1: Grammar and Spelling. They will be doing a lot of 

activities working with sentences they’ve already learned such as “Is it a dog? Is it a cat?” Only this 

time, they will be expected to write and circle correct answers. Also they will be introduced to a/an 

for example when to use them at the correct time. The beginning letters of words always (a, e, i, o, u) 



= an apple, an egg, an ice cream, an orange, an umbrella. I will also be introducing = They are/ It is so 

the students understand the difference between singular and plural nouns.

Reading Class  

After spending just one week with the children, Im super confident they will have no problems in 

reading class. The first thing I do is explain the story to the children and check for their 

comprehension and give new vocabulary. Then I write the words on the board for word recognition 

and reading practice, by playing games and having fun. And the final and most important part of 

learning in reading class, is sitting at the table, learning to open their books and using their finger to 

read along with the words. Once they have got into this great habit their reading will improvement 

amazingly.

Core Material

We will also begin working on the higher numbers such as 11-20 and I will start letting 

the students practice writing the numbers. This will be a great challenge for the students to help their 

thinking ability in different types of subjects as MPM is a very creative topic, with matching colors and 

numbers and also measurements.
