Welcome to the Tiger Class monthly newsletter for November.
Here is a brief description of what the class will study in November.

Core Material - Reading
We read the reading book everyday. | am very strict when it comes to reading time. Everyone sits
down and we read together following the words.

Often the students will have questions about the story and about words they don't understand. |
positively encourage questions about the reading material and make sure they understand.

Alongside the reading material, the students have a word list each week. The words from the list
are selected from the reading material. When the students are first introduced to the new vocabu-
lary most of them are unsure how to pronounce the words let alone understand their meanings.
So as a class we go through the word list and explain what they mean. Sometimes this can be done
on the big TV via Google. | have found this to be a fantastic tool to help the students understand
more easily.

Week 1 - Unit 1 Week 3 - A World of Change - The students will continue to read this article that
explains some of the processes that the Earth goes through over time that shape our planet.

Weeks 2-4 -Unit 1 Week 4 - A short science based story called The Big Race. The story is about Alex
and Liam entering a soap box derby race and it discusses such topics as gravity and friction.

Grammar
The majority of our lesson time is spent reading the Core Material reading book. However, a por-
tion of the lesson will involve completing a grammar exercise using the their grammar workbook.

Grammar lessons usually involve a discussion about the task, accompanied by some examples.
Students complete the task and help and feedback is given.

The tasks vary in length. Most lessons comprise of the students completing a page in their text
books. Once they have completed the task they can move on to the next page.



Week 1 - Unit 1 Week 4 - Clauses e.g. A clause is a group of words that has a subject and a verb.
Includes additional information about independent clauses, dependent clauses, and subordinating
conjunctions. This unit also explains what are some types of complex sentences and identifying
the relative adverbs and pronouns.

Week 2 - Unit 1 Week 4 - Punctuating complex sentences. Exercises such as rewriting sentences
with correct punctuation.

Weeks 3-4 - Unit 1 Week 4 - Review exercises that review the unit using exercises such as rewriting
sentences with correct punctuation.

Composition

Composition Class is a fantastic opportunity for the students to do some creative writing. It’s quite
a short class, just once per week but it gives them a chance to think for themselves and write crea-
tively.

A topic is chosen for them such as What | Want to Do When | Grow Up, after which we have a dis-
cussion and suggestions are made as to what they might write. After the initial draft is finished,
their compositions are marked and returned ready for the rewrite the following week.

Week 1 - Living In Space - The students have to explore the idea of what it would be like to live in
space. The have to write an essay explaining their thoughts with arguments for and against the

idea.

Weeks 2-4 - My Super Power - The students have to think about what super power they would
want the most and explain why.

Keynote Presentations

All of the students love preparing their keynote presentations. They get the opportunity to re-
search and compose their very own presentation and show the class their hard work.
