We’'ll review ‘like’ vs ‘likes’ and ask questions about what people
like.

In MPM we’ll continue to do about 4 pages per week. We also have a lesson from their
sticker activity book about once a month. Lately we have been working on pattern
matching and even and odd numbers.

If the week’s work is already done I've been using a leftover MPM class to work on
numbers, and counting, and using play money to reinforce the counting system. So far I've
only used 1’s,10’s, 100’s and 1000’s but they’re getting pretty good at it so | might
introduce the 5’s and 50’s soon!
